B Introduction

We held the Joint Congress of the 20th International Association of Rural Health and
Medicine (IARM) and the 67th Annual Meeting of the Japanese Association of Rural Medicine
(JARM) for three days from 10th to 12th October 2018 in Tokyo. The main theme of this

congress was "Challenges to community-based rural medicine in aging societies with declining

productive populations". Currently, overpopulation is one of the big problems all over the world,
but the population in developed countries is now decreasing. Furthermore, in these countries
the ratio of elderly people is becoming greater. The birth rate seems to be lower in the
households with high income. Since globalization will spread all over the world and the income
will be high even in the developing countries, disparity of each country may decrease and world
population is thought to decrease in the next century. The problems of aging society will be

serious around the world.

In particular, Japan has the highest aging population in the world, the percentage of people that
are 65 years of age and older is 28.1% (2018). Furthermore, even in Japan, the aging rate of
rural areas is much higher, and this causes many various problems in societies. It was of great
significance to hold this congress to discuss the problems of aging society in Japan, and the
policies and measures for the aging society must be a good model for the other countries which

could face similar issues in the future.

Through this congress, the following problems were revealed.

In developed countries, aging and population declines have already become a social problem.

2. The proportion of elderly people in rural areas is high in developing countries as well as in
the developed ones, and many elderly and children have to be responsible for agricultural
labor in developing countries.

3. Today, the retirement age limit tends to be raised to secure labor because of decreasing
working age population.

4. In order to raise the retirement age, it is necessary for elderly to keep the individual labor
capacity at a high level.

5. Accident and trauma during agricultural work of the elderly have not decreased.

Most elderly people have at least one chronic disease such as hypertension.

7. The increase in the number of patients with dementia has recently become a major problem
as aging progresses.

8. From the presentations in this congress, it was shown that health conditions of the elderly
living in rural areas are worse than those in urban areas. This is related to rural areas with
low income, insufficient educational standards, and inconvenience for receiving some medical
service.

9. For as patients with dementia in the rural areas, many patients cannot visit medical
institutions nor receive any social services.

B Tokyo Declaration

Based on the above problems, we have adopted the following matters in regards to the Tokyo
Declaration at this congress.

1. The most important thing for preventing the threat in an aging society is that elderly people
continue to be healthy and productive.

2. In order to make safe labor circumstances for elderly people, it is necessary to medically
analyze physical abilities and mental condition of elderly workers. We should consider the
results in connection with the factors in the working environment, and suggest some
improvement plans.

3. Considering about the relation between occupational safety and health from the point of
view of geriatrics, we should list up jobs which are suitable for elderly workers, and should

also create safe working environments for them.

4. In order to be an effective and productive worker for elderly people, employers as well as
elderly workers must continue to learn better education and training for jobs.

5. We should improve the agricultural environment in the rural areas so that aged farm
workers can safely engage in agricultural work so longer.

6. For agricultural workers with low income in rural areas, we should suggest a guarantee
system for the workers and urge national and local governments to provide long term care
and medical services.

7. We should promote to reduce the burdens of agricultural workers, and this will be able to
decrease the labor of children.

8. It is necessary to improve the infrastructure in rural areas by using not only conventional
methods but also new devices such as IT or social network. For achievement of this, we

should cooperate with private enterprises or government. "

It is the most majestic and powerful play that takes in ancient
Japan and is entertaining for both Japanese and foreigners.

Susanoo left Heaven and went to Earth, where he landed at the foot of the Hii River.

Seeing chopsticks floating down the river, he supposed that there were people living

upstream. Of course, he was right, and as he was walking up the river, he met two

old people. The old man’s name was “Foot Stroking Elder,” and the old woman’s

name was “Hand Stroking Elder.”

! Between them stood a lovely young maiden whom they called, “Kushinada Hime.”
They were all crying. Susanoo, touched by the sight of such sadness, asked them

why they were lamenting so. The

old man told him that every year a

great snake had come, and eaten

one of their eight daughters!

Kushinada was the last one left!

The snake was called “Yamata no

Orochi” and was huge enough to

cover eight valleys and mountains!

Susanoo decided he would help
them, because the girl was very beautiful. He asked the old people if
he could have their daughter for a wife if he killed the snake. Of
course, they didn’t want to let just anyone have their daughter, so
they asked him who he was. He said he was the brother of the Sun
Goddess. At this news, they agreed, and he instantly turned
Kushinada into a comb, and put her into his hair. Combs are important!

Then he told the old folks to prepare eight tubs of powerful sake. They did this, and put them in the entrances of the
eight- opening fence, that Susanoo had ordered. After getting ready in this way, the great snake was seen to be
approaching. Susanoo was ready for the fight, too. Yamata no Orochi came to the fence, drank all the sake, and fell
asleep. Then Susanoo attacked, and cut off the snake’s eight heads and tails! It was a terrible fight, but Susano won!

After winning the fight, Susanoo took the eight heads he had cut off, and buried them at a site named, “Eight Cedar
Trees.” This site is near the town of Kisuki. On top of each head, he planted a cedar tree, and when they were
destroyed by floods or disease, other cedars were planted. The last ones were planted in 1873. In one of the center
tails, he found a wonderful sword that he named “Murakumo.” Susanoo gave the beautiful sword, “Murakumo,” that
he had found in the tail of Yamata no Orochi, to his sister as a token of peace, and to show his regard for her.

- She graciously accepted it, and it eventually became a part of the
Three Imperial Regalia. The other two parts are a mirror, given her by
the gods of Heaven, and a curved jewel necklace, given to her by her
father, [zanagi. The sword’s
name was finally changed to
“Kusanagi,” but that is another
tale.

It is believed that the terrible
snake of mythology was the
many rivers, which caused much
distress for the people through
floods. Susanoo, an engineer,
helped control the floods with
dikes and dams. The Red River,
which was thought to be red from Yamata no Orochi’s blood, is the source of
iron sand that is the material used to make the famous Japanese swords, as well
as knives and agricultural tools—a great discovery! This iron sand, caused the
river to be red, and it is still being used by local steel companies!

After killing the terrible snake, Susanoo and his bride went to Yaegaki Shrine,
which is dedicated to Inada, to live. Then he moved to Daito, in Shimane
Prefecture. Later, he became the ruler of the Land of Darkness, the gate to which
is in Higashi Izumo.

| will show you this impressive slide. This is a graph of secular change of the population ratio over
the age of 65 in the world, the left is the comparison between Japan and European countries, and

the right is the one with Japan and Asian countries.

The graph on the left indicates that the aging rate in Japan exceeded Europe in the late 1980s and
2000s. The aging rate in Japan dramatically increased in only about 15 years, and after that it
continues to be the foremost in the world.

Also as the graph on the right indicates, aging will become a more serious problem from 2020 to
2040 in the countries such as South Korea, Thailand, Singapore, and China. Since 2014 in China,
they have abated the one child policy which started in 1979 and it seems that it will be further
diminished in the future. They are afraid of the declining productive population which is supporting

the growing number of elderly people.

Concerning about these world situations, social, political, and economic policies, including "medical
care, nursing care, and welfare” the aging rate in Japan continues to be the highest in the world.

Therefore, Japan is becoming the focus in the world as the leading authority in caring for the aging.
